The latest SPICe Briefing is on the  Single
Outcome Agreements (SOAs) for 2009-10 and not
only discusses the SOAs for that year but also gives
some useful insights into why things are set out in the
way they now are, the principle underpinning this
second round of SOAs and an overview of all of the
SOAs.

There is also a review of the qualitative content of the
SOAs which brought out some interesting highlights,
for example 11 SOAs did not say how the third sector
was involved in the development of their SOAs.
